Certified Safe Farm Update

As we progress in our fourth of five years of Certified Safe Farm, I-CASH staff have outlined some important objectives for this project year as we work towards making CSF a self-sustaining organization.  These objectives include:

a) To keep CSF farmers, the research community, and the general population informed of current research findings through the generation of regular reports, press releases, and journal articles.

b) To continue to push forward with the creation of a non-profit organization which will provide CSF services to farmers through incentives from agribusinesses and insurance companies.

c) To expand the locations where CSF services are offered to include all of Iowa and adjoining states.

In working towards this last objective, we are pleased to announce that four AgriSafe Clinic sites in Iowa have received funds from the Wellmark Foundation grant awarded to I-CASH.  These clinic locations are in Sioux City, Ida Grove, Dubuque, and Manchester.  Staff at each site will recruit 25 farmers and provide the CSF occupational health screening, education, and farm safety review to each of them.

In addition, we are offering our second CSF Farm Review Training to AgriSafe clinic staff, extension personnel, and other interested parties in Sioux City, IA on August 15th and 16th.  Eleven people are scheduled to attend.  The purpose of the training is to teach attendees to perform CSF farm safety reviews in a standardized manner, and for them to use this knowledge to help improve the safety of all farms that they visit.
